STEWARDSHIP: The Stewardship Committee will seek to 
educate the congregation about opportunities for giving 
as an expression of faith and thanksgiving.  The 
Stewardship Committee shall give periodic reports to the 
congregation and will prepare an annual budget for the 
church. 
 

EDUCACTION & YOUTH MINISTRY COUNCIL: The 
Education Committee along with the Youth Ministry 
Council will organize opportunities for children and youth 
to extend their knowledge of the Christian faith and the 
Bible through Sunday school and other activities. 
 

WORSHIP: The Worship Committee will organize the 
worship life of the church.  It will be responsible for the 
decoration of the worship space, for the procurement of 
worship materials, and for the training of worship leaders 
and servers.
