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WEDDING INFORMATION
Hill Country Christian Church welcomes couples who desire to use the church sanctuary for their wedding.  The wedding ceremony is a holy institution and those weddings preformed in the church are to be conducted in a Christian fashion.

· WEDDING ARRANGEMENTS:  Couples that desire to be married at Hill Country Christian Church must first contact the church office to discuss date availabilities.  Weddings may only be scheduled when there is no conflict with church activities.  Applications will be processed and then reviewed by the minister of Hill Country Christian Church.

· SEATING: The church capacity is 240.

· DEPOSIT:  A deposit is required in order to reserve the church. 
· MINISTER: If you wish for the minister of Hill Country Christian Church to preside at the wedding, the minister does request counsel with the couple prior to the wedding.  They will also preside at the rehearsal as well as the marriage ceremony.  They may also help with the planning is requested. The minister’s fee will be discussed at the first counseling.

Other clergy may perform the service if they are recognized by the State of Texas.  When other clergy are involved, wedding arrangements should be made in consultation with the minister of this church to ensure compliance with the policies herein contained.  
· MUSIC: A keyboard fee is subject to individual arrangement.  We will have a sound technician available to help you with the use of our equipment.

· CANDLES: Candles are to be provided by the wedding party and they must be drip-less.  The church does not provide candles.  No candles are to be placed on the organ, piano or communion table. 

· RICE: No “rice shower” after the wedding will be allowed.  Bird seed however is allowed outside the building and sidewalks.

· SANCTUARY: Nothing may be attached to the church walls, ceiling, floors, or furniture in a permanent or damaging way (i.e.; nails or staples).  Nothing may be moved in the sanctuary area without approval of the minister or property committee.

If the ceremony is performed on Saturday afternoon or evening, all the premises must be clean and ready for Sunday services.  All decorations, flowers, candelabras, and any other supplies or equipment must be removed from the premises on the day of the wedding.

· KITCHEN: May be used for preparation of punch, cake, etc.  If the church kitchen equipment is used for the preparation of food, it must be washed and put away. All waste must be placed in the outside waste dumpster located at the far end of the parking lot. The kitchen must be left in the same condition as found.

· RULES OF CONDUCT: Smoking is not permitted in any part of the church building.

The use of alcoholic beverages is not permitted on the church grounds or in any part of the church building, including during the reception.  It is requested that members of the wedding party refrain from the use of alcoholic beverages before the rehearsal and wedding.
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
