And He has been “faithful and
true”—as He always is. We both needed and helped each other to heal and
find hope.

pastor at Hill Country was coming to a close.

And so, | am announcing my plans to retire das your pastor. My
intention is to be moved to the Central Texas area by the end of June and
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for my final Sunday in the pulpit as your pastor to be July 12*h. Very soon
Jack Banowsky, our Church Moderator of our Church Board, will be
sharing with you the next steps for finding and securing the next pastor
for Hill Country. The comforting thought is that God already knows who
that person is. So, pray for the Pastor Search Committee which will be
announced soon as they seek God’s will in selecting your next pastor.

Let me reiterate. No one has hurt my feelings. | am not leaving
because | am unhappy with anybody or anything. | am getting older, and
| want to spend special time with family and friends while | still have
reasonably good health. And most importantly, | genuinely believe that
this is God’s will for both my life and the future of Hill Country Christian
Church.

So, know that | love you. | will always cherish the time God has
allowed me to be your pastor. And | will be praying for you during this
important time of transition to new leadership here at Hill Country. Let’s
enjoy these final two months together. Grace, peace, and God’s richest
blessings to all of you.
